The FY 2009 Annual Research and Development Expenditure Report (Expanded Version) presents 

information on the research and development expenditures for the University of Massachusetts System.  It 

is based on data that our five campuses provide to the National Science Foundation (NSF) through its 

annual Survey of Research and Development Expenditures at Universities and Colleges.  In addition to 

the FY 2009 data, this report also provides trend data in many cases. Additional highlights for the 

UMASS System as well as UMass Campuses based on NSF rankings and comparative data can also be 

found in this expanded version. Please note that rankings data as well as data for all U.S. institutions is for 

the prior fiscal year FY 2008 (most recent available).   

 

A Note on the Definition and Criteria For ‘R&D Expenditures’ - According to the National Science 

Foundation Survey of Research And Development Expenditures,“(Separately budgeted) R&D 

Expenditures include all funds expended for activities that are specifically organized to produce research 

outcomes. These activities are either commissioned by an agency external to the institution or are 

separately budgeted by an organizational unit within the institution. Expenditures are funds actually spent 

by an institution during its fiscal year. Separately budgeted R&D equipment purchased from current 

funds includes all research equipment purchased under sponsored research project awards” 

(www.nsf.org). The NSF R&D Expenditures data do not include research monies expended in any 

training or education activities. 

 

With regard to this report, please note the following:  

 Date for Federal Obligations for Science and Engineering Research and  Development to Systems of 

Universities and Colleges, Ranked by Total Amount Received, By Agency (Appendix P, Page 94) is for 

FY 2007 as FY 2008 data was unavailable at the time of publication of this report. 

  Following the implementation system-wide of ERP research administration software in 2007, 

significant improvements have been made to the methodology used to gather, analyze, and report R&D 

Expenditures data.  Although variations at the aggregate level are not overly significant, there might be 

a slight impact of possible methodological inconsistencies for trended data at the sub-category levels. 

Comparison to data from prior years should be made with this awareness, as campuses are currently in 

the process of reviewing their methodology.

 UMass Total R&D Expenditures - Total FY2009 R&D expenditures for the University of 

Massachusetts System was reported at $489.1 million, which represents a 12.4% increase from 

the FY2008 total of $435 million.  

 UMass versus All U.S. Institutions - Total R&D Expenditures and Growth - Between 

FY2004-FY2008, the UMass System has shown higher annual growth rates in total R&D

UMass, MIT, 

Harvard and BU together account for 79% of the academic science and engineering R&D 

expenditures in the state. (Rankings based on FY 2008 data). 

 UMass Total R&D Expenditures as Percent of New England Institutions – Based on FY 

2008 data, the UMass System comprises 11% of the total R&D Expenditures for New England 

institutions.                 

 Science and Engineering R&D Expenditures: UMASS System and Select Institutions 
            As Percent of All New England Institutions  
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 UMass R&D Expenditures by Funding Source (FY 2009). In terms of funding sources for 

Science and Engineering research, 58% is from the federal government, 25% is from 

institutional sources, 3% is from state and local government, 6% is from industry and 8% is 

from other sources (e.g., private foundations).    

 UMass Areas of Funding Growth. Between the reporting cycles FY 2008-09, industry 

sponsorship dropped slightly by 1.7%, institutional funding increased 52%, other funding 

increased 18.2%, and federal funding stayed almost level from the prior year.   

 Life Sciences comprise more than half of all R&D Expenditures at UMass. At $275 million, 

Life Sciences constitute more than half of UMass’ total R&D expenditures (56.1%).  The

 UMass Federal Obligations for Science and Engineering R&D Expenditures increases by 

nine percent. In FY 20071, total federal obligations in Science and Engineering R&D for the 

UMass System were at approximately $218.21 million. This reflects a 9.5% increase from FY

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Additional Highlights for UMASS and UMASS Campuses  
 

I. UMass Science and Engineering R&D Expenditures  
Percent of All New England and Massachusetts Institutions 

 

 The University of Massachusetts Science and Engineering R&D Expenditures has grown 

consistently over the past few years. In FY 2000, UMass R&D Expenditures in Science and 

Engineering constituted 15.7% of all of Massachusetts R&D Expenditures as compared to 18.4% 

in FY 2008, reflecting a 2.7% increase in percentage points. [Appendix A1].                                                              

 

 The University of Massachusetts Science and Engineering R&D Expenditures has also grown as 

a proportion of total Science and Engineering R&D Expenditures for all New England 

institutions. In FY 2000, UMass R&D Expenditures in Science and Engineering constituted 9.9% 

of all of New England R&D Expenditures as compared to 11.1% in FY 2008   [Appendix A1].

 When compared to the New England region and the State of Massachusetts, UMass performance 

in Science and Engineering R&D Expenditures vary by field. The top field in this arena has been 

Math and Computer Sciences (where UMass R&D Expenditure is at 17.8% of that of the New 

England institutions and 24.6% of that of all Massachusetts institutions). This is followed by 

Psychology where UMass R&D Expenditures is at 14.9% of the total New England division and 

27.4% of Massachusetts; Life Sciences, where UMass is at 11.7% of New England and 22.3% of 
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Massachusetts; Social Sciences, where UMass is 10.8% of New England and 16.7% of 

Massachusetts. [Appendix A2].

institutions nationwide [FY2008, Appendix B]. 

• UMass Medical School ranked 99th nationally in total academic S&E R&D Expenditures 

[FY2008, Appendix B]. 

• UMass Lowell ranked 192nd of 679 institutions nationally in total S&E R&D expenditures 

[FY2008, Appendix B]. 

• UMass Boston ranked 209th of 679 institutions nationally in total S&E R&D expenditures 

[FY2008, Appendix B]. 

• UMass Dartmouth ranked 238th of 679 institutions nationally in total academic R&D expenditures 

[FY2008, Appendix B]. 

 

UMass Campuses – Prominent Rankings  

• UMass Amherst has consistently ranked among the top 20 universities and colleges in total R&D 

Expenditures in the Computer Science field (FY 2003-2008). In FY 2008, UM Amherst ranked 

18th among the first 100 institutions. [Appendix F]. 

• UMass Boston has consistently ranked among the first 100 institutions for academic R&D 

Expenditures in the Social Sciences over the past five years. In FY 2008, UM Boston ranked 74th     

[Appendix M]. 

• From FY 2005-FY 2008, UMass Dartmouth’s ranking has ranged between 67th -72nd among the 

first 100 institutions, for total academic R&D Expenditures in the Environmental Sciences. In FY 

2008, UMass Dartmouth ranked 72nd. [Appendix H].

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• UMass Medical School’s ranking for colleges and universities Total R&D Expenditures in Life 

Sciences has consistently been high over the past five years. In FY 2008, UMass Medical School 

improved its ranking to 68th from 75th (from FY 2007) among the first 150 institutions in this 

category. [Appendix I]. 

 

Additional Rankings 

• UMass Amherst has consistently ranked among the first 100 universities and colleges in R&D 

Expenditures in Engineering over the past five years. UM Amherst’s ranking in this field has 

significantly increased, from 83rd in FY2003 to 46th in FY2008. [Appendix G].   

• UMass Amherst has consistently ranked among the first 100 universities and colleges for R&D 

Expenditures in Mathematical Sciences. In FY 2008, UMass Amherst ranked 50th, an 

improvement from FY 2007, when UMass Amherst ranked 53rd. [Appendix J]. 

• UMass Amherst has consistently ranked among the first 100 institutions for R&D Expenditures in 

the Physical Sciences. In FY 2008, UM Amherst ranked 65th among the top 100 institutions.

• In FY 2008, UMass Boston ranked 44th and UMass Amherst ranked 73rd among the first 100 

universities and colleges in R&D Expenditures in Psychology. [Appendix L].

4. The other campuses (UMass Boston, UMass Dartmouth and UMass Lowell) have gradually increased their
proportion of the System Total R&D Expenditures, from 20% to 25% (FY2003-FY2009).   

1. Total FY2009 R&D Expenditures for the University of Massachusetts System was reported at $489.1 million,
which represents a 12.4% increase from the FY2008 total of $435.2 million.

3. Within the UMass System, a little over two-fifths (42%) of the total R&D Expenditures is attributed to the
UMass Medical School and over one-third (33%) to UMass Amherst.  

2. A majority of UMass Campuses reported an increase in growth between FY2008-FY2009.

5. R&D expenditures activities at UMass campuses vary by field. In FY2009, while UMass
Amherst's top three R&D Expenditures areas were Life Sciences (34%), Engineering (31%), and
Physical Sciences (12%), UMass Boston's concentration was primarily in the Social Sciences (22%),
Life Sciences (20%), and Psychology (19%). UMass Dartmouth's major areas of concentration were
in the fields of Environmental Sciences (40%) and Engineering (26%), and for UMass Lowell,
Engineering (38%) and Physical Sciences (21%). The UMass Medical School had 100% of its R&D
Expenditures in the Life Sciences.

B. 1.  SCIENCE AND ENGINEERING R&D EXPENDITURES BY FIELD

1. There has been consistent growth in Science and Engineering R&D Expenditures over the past five
years on a majority of UMass campuses. Overall, between FY2005 and FY2009, growth has ranged
from 23% to over 120%. Two campuses (UMass Lowell and UMass Boston) reflected growth of over
100%; two campuses (UMass Amherst and UMass Medical School) and the UMass System aggregate
reflected double-digit growth, and UMass Dartmouth saw a small decline of -1%.  

2. UMass Amherst reflects its strength in Computer Sciences, comprising 79% of the entire UMass

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6. For the UMass Medical School, 100% of R&D Expenditures is in the Life Sciences field. At
$204M, this comprises almost three-fourth's (74%) of the System total R&D Expenditures in the Life
Sciences.  

3.  UMass Boston comprises the highest proportion of R&D Expenditures in the Non-Sciences and 
Engineering field. In FY2009,  22.1% of the total R&D Expenditures activities in UMass Boston 

occured within the non-sciences field. At $10.4M, this comprises 51% of all of the Non-Sciences and 

Engineering R&D Expenditures for the UMass System. 

4. UMass Dartmouth's prominence (among the UMASS campuses) in Environmental Sciences is
reflected by the fact that it comprises 38%, or $8M of the total R&D Expenditures in this field. UMass
Dartmouth has consistenly ranked among the first hundred institutions for R&D Expenditures in the
Environmental Sciences (NSF Survey). In FY2008, UMass Dartmouth ranked 72nd in this field
(Appendix H).    

5. Over one-thid (38%) of UMass Lowell's R&D Expenditures in FY2009 were in the field of
Engineering. At $21.3M, this comprises 28% of the System R&D Expenditures in Engineering.
Prominent areas within this field for the UMass Lowell campus include Mechanical Engineering
($3.7M) Metallurgical Engineering and Materials Sciences ($3.5M) and Electrical Engineering
($3.6M).

B. 2. SCIENCE AND ENGINEERING R&D EXPENDITURES BY SOURCE OF FUNDS

1. In FY 2009, the largest source of R&D Expenditure Funds for the UMass System was the Federal Government 
(58%), followed by Institution (25%), Other (8%), Industry (6%), and State and Local Government (3%). 

2. The UMass System generally reflects national trends in terms of the overall distribution R&D Expenditures by

source of funds, with some interesting variations within each category of funds. In both instances, the largest

source of funds is the federal government, followed by institutional funds. For comparison purposes, FY 2008

data by source of funds was analyzed. For the UMass System, in FY 2008, 66% of Science and Engineering R&D

Expenditures were funded by the federal government, as compared to 55% for all public U.S. institutions.

Similarly, R&D Expenditure funds from institutional sources for the UMASS System was at 18% as compared to

24% for all U.S. public institutions. For the UMass System, state and local funds comprised 3% of all Science and 

Engineering R&D expenditures, as compared to 9% for all U.S. public institutions. (NSF Survey, FY 2008 data

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B. 3. FEDERAL OBLIGATIONS IN SCIENCE AND ENGINEERING R&D TO SYSTEMS OF 
UNIVERSITIES AND COLLEGES BY AGENCY (FY 2007 data)

1. In FY 2007, total federal obligations in Science and Engineering R&D for the UMASS System was at
approximately $218.21 million.  

2. This reflects a 9% increase from FY 2006, when total federal obligations to the UMASS System was at $244
million. (Appendix P). 

3. In FY 2007, the largest proportion of federal obligations in Science and Engineering R&D Expenditures to the
UMASS System came from the Department of Health and Human Services (67%), followed by the National
Science Foundation (18%), Department of Defense (7%), Department of Energy (3%), Department of
Agriculture (3%), NASA (1%), and Environmental Protection Agency (1%). 

4. The UMASS System shares somewhat similar trends to all All Systems of universities and colleges in its
composition of federal obligations in Science and Engineering R&D Expenditures funds. Based on FY 2007
data (Appendix P), in both instances, the largest source of all federal obligations for Science and Engineering
R&D funds (close to two-thirds) come from the Department of Health and Human Services (61% for All Sytsems
and 67% for the UMASS System) ; similarly, for the UMASS System, federal obligation monies from the NSF
comprised 18% of total federal obligations as compared to 15% for all Systems; Departemnt of Energy
obligations were at 3% for both the UMASS System as well as All Systems. Department of Defense obligations
for all Systems was at 11% compared to 7% for the UMASS System.

C. LIFE SCIENCES R&D EXPENDITURES

1. In FY 2009, R&D Expenditures in the Life Sciences for the UMASS System was at $275 million,
comprising approximately well over half (56.1%) of total R&D Expenditures.  

2. This represents a 40.4% increase from FY 2005, and a 11% increase between FY 2008-09.  

3. In FY 2009, 42% of all of the R&D Expenditures in the Life Sciences was within the Medical Sciences,
followed by Biological Sciences (37%), Agricultural Sciences (10%), and all Other (11%). 

4. At the System level, the largest growth has been within the Medical Sciences, with FY 2008-09 R&D
Expenditures increasing by 16.5%, followed by Medical Sciences (13.4%) and Life Sciences (12.5%).
